1. A – não temos o verbo “be” nessa frase, e ela se traduz assim: “Meu amigo comprou uma casa 
nova” que é voz ATIVA, e não PASSIVA.

2. B – o verbo “steal” significa “roubar” no sentido de “levar o objeto” enquanto “rob” é “roubar” 
no sentido de “tirar algo de alguém ou algum lugar”. Se o colega de trabalho do Joe foi roubado, 
vamos usar “rob” e não “steal”. A forma Past Participle de “rob” é “robbed”. 

3. B – o verbo “feed” significa “alimentar”. Sendo um verbo irregular, sua forma Past Participle 
é “fed”.

4. C – se estamos falando de fazer biscoitos, vamos usar “make”. Sua forma Past Participle é 
“made”. 

5. D – a forma Past Participle de “direct” é “directed”.

6. A – a forma Past Participle de “do” é “done”.

7. D – a forma Past Participle de “break” é “broken”.

8. B - a forma Past Participle de “fix”, que é um verbo regular, é “fixed”.

9. C – após a expressão “need to”, sempre vamos usar um verbo em sua forma base, sem con-
jugações.

10. A – a palavra “work” é tratada como terceira pessoal do singular, o que vai pedir “has”. Para 
forma uma construção com “has + verb in past participle”, precisamos usar o past participle do 
verbo “be”, que é “been”.
