J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. D - “look into” significa, literalmente, “olhar para dentro de algo”, um conceito que combina
bem com “investigar”.

2. B - “this year” indica que € algo presente, o que elimina a C, e o sujeito “scientists” esta na
terceira pessoa do plural, eliminando também a A e a D.

3. C - “there was” indica que a frase esta no passado, e o assunto “the reported alien abduc-
tion”, indica que era um evento isolado no passado, e nao algo que ela “costumava fazer” antes
e nao faz mais.

4. A - seguindo um modal verb, como “must”, s6 podemos ter um verbo na forma base.

5. A - “when he uncovered” assinala que o contexto esta no passado. A alternativa B indica
presente continuo, que nao cabe, C o futuro continuo, que também nao serve, e D o “presente
perfect continuous”, que também nao cabe no contexto.

6. D - “upcoming trip” nos indica que € algo que vai acontecer no futuro, descartando A e C.
A expressao “for the last week” nos fala de algo que ele comecou a fazer e ainda esta fazendo,
eliminando a alternativa B.

7. A - por causa da expressao “by the end of the week”, sabemos que ndao vamos usar o Present
Continuous (B), nem Present Perfect (C), nem, neste contexto, o Past Perfect (D). Assim, so resta
a A, no Future Perfect.

8. D - com o verbo “is”, que € o “be” no presente, fica impossivel a A, que esta no passado, a B,
que comeca com o verbo auxiliar “had”, e também a C, que comeca com o verbo modal “will”.

9. A - “when they receive” = “quando eles receberem”. Como estamos falando de algo no fu-
turo, ndo podemos usar a B e nem a C, que sao conjugacdes no passado. A D, no presente con-
tinuous, soO serviria se a frase falasse de algum compromisso, entao, aqui, também nao serve.

10. D - com a expressao “would have found”, sabemos que estamos falando de uma situacao
no passado, e a D € a Unica que se encaixa.

11. A - quando pedimos um favor a alguém, ou dizemos para alguém fazer algo, usamos um
imperativo, que em inglés, é o verbo na forma base sem pronome (precedido apenas de com-
plementos como “please” ou “could”). Somente a alternativa A esta com o verbo conjugado em
sua forma base.

12. D - a segunda parte da questao, “he was already”, indica que a questao esta no passado.

13. C - usamos a expressao “missing” para dizer que algo esta desaparecido ou, como neste
caso, “faltando”.

14. A - esta questao € outro imperativo. Quando temos um verbo auxiliar (do) comecamos com
ele antes do verbo.

15. A - “complaint” € o substantivo “reclamacao”. Sabemos que a resposta € um substantivo
por causa do artigo “a”.

16. B - a preposicao “about” pede ou um substantivo ou um verbo no gerundio. A palavra para
“sequestro”, em inglés, € “kidnapping”.

17. A - aqui € uma questao de colocagao; as alternativas B, “plugged up”, e C, “stopped up”
ambas significam “entupido”, e embora a D, “trapped up”, faria sentido no contexto, ndo € a ex-

pressao que usamos para dizer que estamos “enrolados” com alguma atividade.

18. B - Quando fazemos um pedido com a expressao “mind”, sempre usamos o “would”.
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
