We live in a stressful world, and daily life can sometimes
make us feel tired, stressed, or depressed. Some people go
to the doctor for help, others try alternative therapies, but
the place to find a cure could be somewhere completely
different: in the kitchen.

r. Paul Clayton, afood expert from Middlesex University, says
D“The brain is affected by what you eat and drink, just like every
other part of your body. Certain types of food contain substances that
affect how you think and feel."

For example, food that is high in carbohydrates can make us feel more
relaxed. It also makes us feel happy. Research has shown that people on
diets often begin to feel a little depressed after two weeks because they
are eating fewer carbohydrates.

Onthe other hand, food that is rich in protein makes us feel awake and
focused. Research has shown that schoolchildren who eat a high-protein
breakfast often do better at school than children whose breakfast is
lower in protein. Also, eating the right kind of meal at lunchtime
can make a difference if you have an exam in the afternoon or a
business meeting where you need to make some quick decisions.
In an experiment for a TV show, two chess players, both former
champions, had different meals before playing each other. Paul
had a plate of prosciutto and salad (full of protein from the red
meat), and his opponent Terry had pasta with a creamy sauce (full
of carbohydrates). Inthe chess match Terry felt sleepy and took
much longer than Paul to make decisions aboutwhat movesto make.
The experiment was repeated several times with the same result.

Another powerful mood food could become a replacement
for some medications doctors prescribe for stress. In a
study, Swiss researchers discovered that eating one dark
chocolate candy bar (about 1.4 ounces) had beneficial
effects on highly stressed people. Not only did eating

the dark chocolate help reduce stress, it was also shown to
improve mood and reduce high blood pressure.

Why does chocolate make people less stressed? First, it

causes the body to reduce the level of the stress hormone

cortisol. Second, it reduces the “fight or flight” hormone—a hormone
that makes people want to start a fight or run away when they are very
stressed. In addition, it contains other compounds that lower blood
pressure and improve your mood. These three things, along with its
delicious taste, make chocolate a powerful mood changer.

FROM THE STREETS
TO SUCCESS!

John DelJoria, an American billionaire businessman, owns several
companies, including John Paul Mitchell Systems, a successful
brand of hair products. However, DeJoria was not always wealthy.
He was the second son of immigrant parents and grew up in a
very poor area of Los Angeles, California. Before forming his hair
product company with only $700, he was a street gang member
for some of his youth, he then worked at low-paying jobs including
encyclopedia salesman, janitor, and insurance salesman, and he
was homeless twice. DeJoria's selfmade rise is an inspiring story.

As a child, you were fairly entrepreneurial, weren'’t you?

My first job, at 9 years old, was selling Christmas cards door-to-

door. At 10 years old, my brother and | had paper routes. We got
up at 4 o’clock a.m., folded the papers, and delivered them, and
then got ready for school.

As you got older, you continued to work. Is that right?

The job that was one of the most influential experiences you can
imagine was door-to-door selling encyclopedias. Doors literally
slam in your face— maybe 30, 40 doors before the first customer
will actually talk to you and let you in.

You've been homeless, haven't you?

Twice. Once, when | was about 22 years old. The other time was
when | started John Paul Mitchell Systems in 1980. | wasn't
getting along with my wife at the time. So | had left and had
given her all the money. We had a backer for John Paul Mitchell
Systems putting in a half-million dollars. That money was
supposed to arrive that day. | never got a penny. So | just slept
in my car. And | slept in my car for the first two weeks when |
started the company. So we started with humble beginnings.

Do memories of the streets motivate you?

It sure makes you very appreciative of what you have in your
life. Those who are homeless— like people with kids who are
homeless— | really have a heart for. So | participate in a lot of
charitable organizations that take the homeless off the streets.

What are the biggest problems you've faced in business?

The biggest problem is rejection. Any business you start, be
ready for it. The difference between successful people and
unsuccessful people is that the successful people do all the
things the unsuccessful people don't want to do. When 10 doors
are slammed in your face, go to door number 11, with a smile.

Helen Skelton hopes to become the first
woman to kayak down the Amazon River.

Helen Skelton is a 26-year-old TV host of Blue Peter, a
show for young people. She has never been afraid of a
challenge. Last year, she became the second woman to
complete the 78-mile Ultra Marathon in Namibia, running
the three consecutive marathons in 23 hours and 50
minutes. But when Blue Peter decided to do something to
raise money for the charity Sports Relief (which sponsors
projects around the world), Skelton said that she wanted
an even bigger challenge. So they suggested that she
kayak 1,998 miles down the Amazon from Nauta in Peru to
Almeirim in Brazil.

This is a very risky trip. There are no roads and no towns,
only rainforest and the river (which is sometimes more than
24 miles wide and infested with crocodiles).

most multilingual student.

The German and Russian student, who is only 20 years
old, can speak 11 languages fluently. In a video for a news
website, he demonstrated his skills by speaking in all of
them, changing quickly from one to another. Rawlings said
that winning the competition was “a bit of a shock." He
explained, “lIsaw the com petition advertised, and | heard
something about a free iPad. lnever imagined that it would
generate this amount of media attention.”

As a child, Rawlings' mother, who is half Greek, used to
speak to him in English, Greek, and French, and he often
visited his family in Greece.

He said that he has always been interested in languages.
“My dad worked in Japan for four years, and Iwas always
frustrated that Icouldn't speak to the kids because of the
language barrier.” After visiting Holland at the age of 14, he
decided to learn Dutch with CDs and books. “When lwent
back Icould talk to people. Itwas great.”

He taught himself many of the languages with “teach
yourself” books, but also by watching movies, listening to

music, and traveling to the countries themselves.

Of all the languages he speaks, Rawlings says that
Russian, which he has been learning for a year and a
half, is the hardest. He said, “There seem to be more
exceptions than rules!”" He added, “lespecially like
Greek because Ithink it's beautiful and, because of my
mother, | have a strong personal link to the country and

to the language.”

“Everyone should learn languages, especially if they

travel abroad. Ifyou make the effort to learn even the

most basic phrases wherever you go, it instantly shows

the person you're speaking to that you respect his or

her culture. Going around speaking English loudly and

getting frustrated with people is tactless and rude.”

The next language Rawlings hopes to learn is Arabic,
but “only once I've finished my degree and got some
more time on my hands. For now I need to concentrate on

my German and Russian, so lcan prepare for my finals."

Inthe Avery Fisher Hall, many members of the audience stood
and demanded that the man leave the hall. They were so furious
that I could have imagined them dragging him from his seat on
to the stage, tying him to a stake, and setting him alight!

When the “power off" button on the man’s phone had finally
been located and putto use, Mr. Gilbertturned to the audience.
"Usually, when there’s a disturbance like this, it's best to ignore
it,” he said. “But this time | could not allow it.”

The audience applauded as if Mahler himself, the orchestra’s
conductor from 1909 to 1911, had suddenly been resurrected
onstage. Mr. Gilbert neither smiled nor acknowledged the
cheers. Instead he turned to the orchestra, instructing the
players to resume, several bars back from the point at which
he had stopped the performance. Just before, he raised his
baton and turned again to the audience and said, this time
with a smile, “We’'ll start again.” Afew seconds later, the fourth
movement resumed.

And Iwasvery curiousto see whata
Ugandan school was like, so | asked them to show
itto me.

Interviewer Whatwasitlike?

Jane iwasshocked when I first saw it. The walls
were falling down, the blackboards were broken,
and thereweren't many desks. But the children
wereso friendly, and | asked them ifthey would
like to learn asong in English. They said yes, and
Istarted teaching them some songs, like Heads,
Shoulders, Knees,and Toesasong I've used all over
the world to teach children parts ofthe body.
Almostimmediately the classroom filled up with
children ofali ages, and they all wanted to learn.
Iwasjustamazed by how quickly they learned
thesong!

Interviewer Did you meetthe teachers?

Jane Yes,wedid, and the headmaster,too. He
explained that the school was called St. (osephs,
and itwasacommunity school for orphans, very
poorchildren and refugees. l asked him what the
school needed. Ithoughtthat he mightsay “we
need books,or paper,”and then later we could
send them to him. Butactually he said “W hatwe
need isanew school." And ithoughtyes, ofcourse
he'sright. These children deserve to have better
conditionsthan thisto learn in. So when 1got
back home, my husband and |, and other people
who were with uson the trip decided to set up an
organization to get money to build anew school.

Interviewer So Adelante Africawasborn. Why
did you decide to call it that?

Jane Well,wewanted aname that gave the idea
of Africa moving forward, and my husband is
Spanish, and he suggested Adelante Africa,
because in Spanish Adalante means “go forward,”
and Adelante Africasortofsounded better than
“Go Forward, Africa.”

Interviewer How long did ittake to raise the
money forthe new school?

Jane Amazingly enough, notlong really,only about
twoyears.Theschoolopened on the 14th March
2010 with 75 children. Today, ithasnearly 500
children.

Interviewer That’sgreat! lunderstand thatsince
the new school opened you've been working on
otherprojects for these children.

Jane Yes.Whenweopened theschool we realized
that although thechildren now had a beautiful
new school, they couldn’treally make much
progress because they were suffering from
malnutrition, malaria, things like that. So we’ve
been working toimprove their diet and health,
and atthe momentwe're building ahouse where
children who don’t have fam ilies can live.

Interviewer And areyour children involved in
Adelante Africa too?

Jane Yes,absolutely!They allgooutto Uganda at
least once ayear. My daughter Tessie runs the
Facebook page, and my other daughter Ana runs
aprojectto help children to go to secondary
school, and Georgie, myson, organizes a football
tournamentthere every year.

Interviewer And how doyou think you have most
changed die children’s lives?
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Jane Ithink theschool haschanged the children’s

lives because it hasgiven them hope. People from
outsidecame and listened to them and cared about
them . Butit'snotonly the children whose lives
have changed. Adelante Africa has also changed
me and my family. We have been very lucky in life.
| feel that life hasgiven me alot. Now Iwantto
givesomething back. Butit'snotall giving. | feel
thatlget more from them than Igive! I love being
there. I love theirsmilesand how they have such a
strongsense ofcommunity, and | love feeling that

Tom Numberthree wasputting on makeup or doing
your hair. In fact, thisissomething that people
often do, especially women,ofcourse, when they
stop attraffic lights, butifthey haven't finished
when the lightschange, they often continuewhen
they startdriving again. It’'sthat fatalcombination
ofjusthavingone hand on the steeringwheel, and
looking in the mirror,notatthe road.

Host Andnumber four?

Tom In fourth place, thereare two activitiesthatare
equally dangerous. One ofthem ismaking aphone
callon acell phone. Ourresearch showed that
when people talk on the phone, they drive more
slowly (which can be justas dangerous asdriving
fast), buttheir control ofthe car gets worse,
because they’re concentrating on the phone call
and noton what’s happening ontheroad. Butthe
otherthing,which isjustasdangerousastalking
onyourcell phone,iseating and drinking, in fact,
ifyou do this,you doubleyour chanceofhaving
an accidentbecause eating and drinking always
involvestakingat leastone hand offthe steering
wheel. And the thing that’s mostworrying here
isthat peopledon’tthink ofthisasadangerous
activity atall,and itisn’teven illegal.

Host And in fifth, well actually sixth place. li must
be listening to music,butwhat kind?

The firsttime Isuggested that we hang
outwithoutour friends, hesaid nowithout an
explanation,which 1thoughtwas kind o frude. My
feelingswere hurt, so 1didn’ttalk to him as much.
The nexttime I saw Jason inour big group, hewas
justas friendly and happy asusual. lwas confused.

Finally, lasked him why hewouldn't hang out
with me. He apologized and then he told me thatin
Burma, it’scustom to “date”in agroup situation.
Since he had only been in the US for a few years, he
was still having trouble navigating the two cultures
he lived in— the more reserved Burmese culture and
the more open American culture.

A few months later, after we we started dating,
lasked him why he never responded to my cute,
romantic Facebook posts with more than “cool” or

He thought it
was bad mannersto refer to havea “best friend,” and
he would argue with mewheneverlcalled my friend
Rachel, my best friend. Jason said there is no such
thing as a “best friend”in Burmese culture. There
are only “close friends.” It would be inconsiderate
to name one person as a “best friend" because your
other friends would feel offended.

Anyway, we've been together fortwoyears, and
we still have disagreements. But,we’'ve learned that
aslongaswe’reacouple, we’ll nevercompletely agree
aboutwhetherourmannersare good or bad, and that
mostimportantly...it’s OK to agree to disagree!

Juan vYes, Iwasavery good handball player. People
often think thatrefereesbecome referees because
they are frustrated sportsmen, butthisisjustnot
true in mostcasesin my experience.

Interviewer w hat was the most exciting match
you ever refereed?

Juan It’sdifficultto choose one match as the most
exciting. Ilremembersome ofthe Real Madrid-
Barcelona matches, forexample the firstone |
ever refereed. The atmosphere wasincredible in
the stadium. Butreally it'simpossible to pick just
one - there have been so many.

Interviewer whatwas theworstexperience you
ever had as a referee?

Juan The worst? Well,thatwassomething that
happened very early in my career. lwasonly 16,
and iwasrefereeing amatch inatown in Spain,
and the home team lost. After the match, Iwas
attacked and injured by the playersofthe home
team and by the spectators. After all theseyears |
can stillremembera mother, who had a little baby
in herarms,who wastrying to hitme. She was so
angry with me thatshe nearly dropped her baby.
Thatwasmyworstmoment, and it nearly made
me stop beingareferee.
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Interviewer bo you think thatthere's more
cheating in soccer than in the past?

Juan vyes, I'think so.

Interviewer why?

Juan lIthink it'sbecause there’sso much money
in footballtoday thatit'sbecome much more
importanttowin. Also football is much faster
than ii used to be,so it’s much more difficult for
refereesto detectcheating.

Interviewer How dosoccer players cheat?

Juan oh,there are many ways, butfor me the worst
thing in football today iswhatwe call “simulation.”
Simulation iswhen aplayer pretendsto have
been fouled when in fact he hasn’t. For example,
sometimes aplayer falls overin the penalty area
when,in fact,nobody has touched him and this
can resultin thereferee givingapenalty when it
wasn’tapenalty.In myopinion,when aplayerdoes
this he’'scheating notonly the referee,notonly the
playersofthe otherteam, but also the spectators,
because spectators pay money to see a fair contest.

Interviewer w hat’s the most difficult thing about
being areferee?

Juan The mostdifficult thing isto make the right
decisionsduring amatch. It’s difficultbecause
you have to make decisionswhen everything’s
happening so quickly - football today is very
fast. You mustrememberthateverything is
happening at 100 kilometresan hour. Also
importantdecisionsoften depend on the referee’s
interpretation ofthe rules.Thingsaren’t black
and white. And ofcourse making decisions would
be much easierifplayersdidn’tcheat.

Juan Not atall. Ithink fair play doesexist-die
playerswho cheatare the exceptions.

Extreme family ties

| Family can be an important part of a person's life,
and for some nationalities being close to your family
is more important than it isto others. For example,
families in Southern Europe are generally very close,
although inthe past they spent even more time together.
This is also true of families in the Middle East. But it
is the Bedouin people who have the closest ties of all.

Traditional Bedouin families live in large tents about half the size
of a basketball court. The tents are divided into two sections: the
first isfor receiving guests in true Bedouin style - they have the
reputation of being the world's most generous hosts. Visitors are
always served a big meal as soon as they arrive. The second part
of the tent isthe family's shared kitchen, living room, dining room,
and bedroom. They don't have tables and chairs, as the whole
family sits on the floor to eat. And instead of beds, everybody
sleeps on mattresses, which are piled into a corner of the room
during the day.

Several generations usually share the tent. The head of the
family is the mother, and she isthe one who gives the orders.
Her husband and her children live with her, even when the children
are married and have their own children. The sons and sons-in-law
look after the animals, while the daughters and daughters-in-
law clean the tent, cook the meals, and take care of the younger
grandchildren. The older ones are left to run around outside.
There may often be as many as 30 people under the same roof.

The few young people who have left the family to live in the city
visit their mothers nearly every day. It can be quite a surprise to
see a shiny new Mercedes pull up outside one of the tents and
watch awell-dressed man get out to greet his relatives.

Bedouin people do not like to be separated from their families
and there is avery good reason why. If they are poor, sick, old, or
unemployed, it isthe family that supports them. Elderly people are
never left alone, and problems are always shared. Children who
work in the city are often responsible for their families financially.
In this way, Bedouin families aren'tjust close; they are a lifeline.

Men have a reputation for wearing clothes that don’t look
good together - if men do look good, it's because their
girlfriends or wives have helped them get dressed.

Science says: Let'stake a look at chromosomes - the parts of our DNA
that control many things about us.

Well, while they were looking for fruit, the men traveled long distances
to hunt animals. When they had caught enough, they had to find their
way home again. And this is where they learned “spatial awareness.”
The women didn't need it because they hardly ever went out of sight of
their homes, but for the men, it was vital.

Science says: The answer is in the brain. The parts responsible for
language are 17% larger in a woman'’s brain than in a man’s brain.

NEW YORK TAXIS

New York taxis provide an essential
service to New Yorkers and tourists for
getting around the city. There are over
12,000 yellow medallion taxicabs so
it doesn’t take long to see one.

What does a New York taxi look like?

New York taxis come in many different shapes and sizes, but to be
official taxis they must be yellow. They must also have a special code
called a medallion number: one number, then one letter, and two
more numbers. A bronze badge with the same code should also be
displayed on the hood.

Only taxis with the above are legally licensed to pick you up!

How will I know when a New York taxi is available?
It's all in the lights! When just the center light illuminates the medallion
number, the taxi is available to be hailed. When the center light is off
and both sidelights are on (illuminating the words "Off Duty”), the taxi
is off duty. When no lights are illuminated, the taxi is already in use.

How to hail a New York taxi.

First, try to hail a taxi in the direction you are already going; it saves
time and money. When you see an available taxi, make sure it's
safe and step off the sidewalk while holding your hand up high. If for
any reason you don’t get the driver’s attention, step back onto the
sidewalk and wait for the next available taxi and repeat the process.
It's as simple as that.

New York taxi fares.

Once you step into the cab the meter will be turned on. This is called
the “flag-drop fare” and is $2.50. After that it will cost you 50 cents
for every one-fifth of a mile, or 50 cents per minute if you are stuck in
traffic. There is a flat-rate charge of $52 from Manhattan to JFK Airport.

If you're happy with the trip, you should tip your driver between 15%
and 20% ofthe total fare. Paying by cash is preferred, however all
taxis now accept credit cards.

Ladies
first?

Nobody knows how long people have been using the words “Ladies First,”
nor isanyone sure where the concept came from. However, neither

of these facts matters today. The important question iswhether the
tradition is still relevant, and if men should continue respecting it.

In the past, there was a strict setofrules concerning men's behavior toward
women - or rather “ladies” as they were called then. Men wearing hats used
to take them offin the presence ofwomen. They used to stand up whenever
awoman entered or left a room, and they did the same ata dining table. Men
used to hold a door for awoman to allow her to go through first. They always
used to pay for meals - butwe'll come back to that one later. All of these
customs were considered good manners, and people looked down on men

who did notconform.

In fact, this set of rules actually made things easier for men. Ifthey broke a
rule, they knew perfectly well thatthey were going to offend somebody. Today,
itismuch easier to cause offense without meaning to. For example, ifa man
opens adoorto letawoman through first, and she does so without saying
thank you, the man may feel offended. And if a man invites awoman to a
restaurant of his choice on their first date, and then asks herto pay her half of
the check, it may be the woman who gets upset. Women no longer wantto be
treated as the weaker sex, which leaves men in a dilemma. On one hand, men
are conscious of the “Ladies First” tradition, but on the other, they do notwant

to offend. Often, they don't know what to do.

The best advice is this: if in doubt, men should follow the rules of “Ladies First.”
Even ifthe woman considers the behavior inappropriate, she will still realize
that the man has good manners. This is particularly relevant on that first date
we were talking about. Ifthe man has invited the woman out, then he should
pay the check. Actually, it's the invitation to dinner itselfthat isimportant here,
notthe amountof money spent. In general, women appreciate a picnic or a

home-made dinnerjust as much as an expensive meal.

So the answerto our original question is: yes. “Ladies First” is still relevant
today, but not in the same way as it was in the past. Most women appreciate a
kind gesture made by a man, but he should never accompany itwith the words

“Ladies First” - it spoils the effect completely!

'snormal for young children to cheat when they're
laying board games. As they grow older, they realize that
he fun is actually in taking part in the game, not necessarily
in winning it. By the time they reach their teens, they have
usually learned not to cheat. Sadly, this was notthe case
for a playerin a national board game championship held
annually in the US. The player wanted to win so much that

he resorted to cheating.

The board game was Scrabble. This isa word game that
was created in 1938 by an American architect named Alfred
Mosher Butts. In the game, players have to make words
from individual letters on small squares called "tiles/land
then putthe words on a board. Two of the most useful tiles
in the game are the blanks, which are tiles without any
letters on them. A blank isn’'t worth any points, but a player

can use it to replace any letter of the alphabet.

The cheater in this particular tournament was a 15-year-old
boy from Orlando, Florida. He had surprised organizers in
the early stages ofthe competition by beating some of the

best players, despite the factthat he had never played in

competitions before. This made some of the other players
suspicious, including the man who caught him, 43-year-old
Arthur Moore. Moore had already played the boy the day
before, and Moore had won the game, although the boy had
had both of the blank tiles. In Scrabble, before a new game
starts, the players putthe tiles from the previous game
back into a small bag. This time, Moore had a good look at
the tiles on the table before he and his opponent put them
in the bag to startthe game. He was not surprised to see
that the two blanks were together on the table in front of
the boy. As the two players were putting the tiles into the
bag, Moore discretely watched the boy’s left hand. He saw
the boy pick up the two blanks, and put his hand under
the table. This was the signal for Moore to call one of the

organizers and accuse the boy of cheating.

When the boy was taken away for questioning, he

admitted to taking the two blanks during the game and
hiding them under the table. As a result of his cheating, the
tournament director disqualified him and banned him from

playing in the competition again.

A researcher at Cornell University recently did a study

to learn the number of friends a typical American has.
He interviewed more than 2,000 adults aged 18 and over in
his study. He asked them to list the names of the people they
had discussed serious matters with in the last six months.
About 48% of the people taking part gave the researcher one
name, 18% gave him two, and about 29% gave him more

than two.

These results contrast dram atically with the news published by
the social networking site Facebook recently. They said that the
average user on the site has 130 friends. The Cornell University
study found the average number of friends to be a lot lower -
2.03 to be exact. The researcher from Cornell has explained that
the difference lies in the definition of the word friend. A friend
on Facebook may be a person who the user has met by chance
or someone that they will never meetin real life. However,

the friends in the researcher’s study are close friends, who
participants feel comfortable discussing their problems with.

In a similar study conducted 25 years ago, participants had
a higher number of close friends. Then, the average number
was three. Despite the lower number, the researcher does
not believe that people are getting more isolated. Instead he
thinks it's a sign that they are becoming better at choosing
who they can trust with their secrets.

This is supported by the number of people in the study who
could not think of any names of close friends they would
discuss their personal problems with. The percentage of these
participants is the same this time as it was 25 years ago. In
both studies, just over 4% of the participants gave researchers
no names. Apparently, the people who fall into this category
are more likely to be men, or people with less education.

In general, the researcher from Cornell regards these findings
as positive. In his opinion, they suggest that, at least in the case
of Americans, people are not becoming less sociable.

You
have to be atleast 25 years old to rent a carin the States, and
you need avalid driver's license and a major credit card to do so.
There are alotofrental carcompanies, and their prices vary a
lot. Compare companies before you decide which one to use, and
rememberitcan be cheapertobook foraweek than for a day.

Ifyou preferto be driven ratherthan driving yourself the
nextbestway to travelis by bus. Greyhound is the majorlong-
distance bus company, and it has routes through the US and
Canada. Tickets are much cheaperifyou buy them seven days
in advance, and there are often other offers. Ifyou're traveling
with a friend, yourcompanion gets 50% offifyou buy the
tickets three days before you travel, and children between the
agesoftwo and eleven get a 40% discount.

An alternative tousing the bus is to take the train. Amtrak

is the American rail company, and it has long-distance lines
connecting all ofthe biggest cities. It also runs buses from

m ajor stations to smaller towns and national parks. Fares vary
depending on the type oftrain and the seat, butyou need to
reserve atleastthree days ahead togeta discount. Students
with an international student card get 15% off the regular fare.
Bring your own food because the dining caris expensive.

Are there any gestures I shouldn’t use?’

“good” or “OK.” Butitis very insulting
toaGreek person. Another one is the
US hand gesture for “stop,” where you
show someone your hand with your
fingers straight together, like apolice
officer.

The second Chinese team was going to
play against a South Korean team that
evening, and whichever team won that
match would mostlikely play against
the first Chinese team in the next stage.

Tom Neither team wanted to play
againstthe first Chinese team because
the South Korean team was sure it
would lose, and the second Chinese
team didn’t want to play against ateam
from the same country yet, because
thatwould mean that only one Chinese
team was leftto try to win a medal. So
both teams tried to lose against each
other instead.

Host How did they do that?

Tom Well, both the South Koreans
and the second Chinese team started
missing shots. When they served, they
either hit the shuttlecock into the netor
they hitit so hard thatit went outside
the lines on the court. In the end, they
looked like amateurs, when in fact, they
were some ofthe best playersin the
world.

Host So w'ho lost the match?

Tom The second Chinese team. South
Korea beat them in both sets.

Host What about the other two teams?

Tom Well, they tried to do exactly the
same thing in the next match.

Host Which teams were these again?

Tom Indonesia and another South
Korean pair.

Host So in both matches, the teams
tried to lose instead oftrying to win so
they'd have abetter chance ofwinning
a medal. Isthat right?

Tom Yes. That’s exactly what happened.
And it was really obvious, too - all the
spectators started booing, it was so
bad.

O fcourse, there isacomfortable
distance, buttry leaning alittle closer
to them than usual, it will show you're
interested, and hold their attention
better. Don’'tforgetto watch theirbody
language, too. If they position their
body in asimilar way to you, it means
they find you interesting, too. This is
called mirroring.

Host Isthere anything that seems
towork well when you're talking to
someone you're attracted to?

Mary Notsurprisingly, it seems that
you'll have a better chance if you smile.
Anyone who's everspoken to someone
on the phone will tellyou thatit's easy
to tell when the other person is smiling,
because you can hear it in their voice.
When talking to a potential partner,
asmile will not only affectyour tone
ofvoice, keeping it light and fun, but
itwill also show the other person that
you are happy to be with them. And
don't forget thatasmile is extremely
contagious, and before long the other
person will be smiling back atyou. This
w ill make them feel happier, a feeling
that they will quickly connect with you.
